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Mission Statement

2007 Highlights

2007 was a tremendous year for SPC Outreach.  Our church family should be very proud of the support and efforts we made towards so many missions.  2007 saw our first “One Great Day of Service”, where over 120 members of our congregation gathered on a Saturday in March to work with over 17 different missions.  This was an outstanding effort, and we have planned to repeat this project in 2008 and to expand our efforts even further.  

Another definite highlight was our involvement with Caritas, which was held in December in F&E Hall, where we served, in a very Christ-like manner, over 40 women for 8 days.  It is the hope of the committee that in 2008 we will be able to expand our Caritas involvement to 2 weeks, and hold it closer to Thanksgiving.  The efforts this year included service by hundreds of members of the congregation, helping in everything from laundry, entertainment, feeding, transportation, spending the night, and trying to please our guests with wonderful SPC Christian hospitality.   

In 2007 we had numerous special offerings.  However, the climax was the loose change offering on Christmas Eve, in which a record-breaking $8,000-plus was collected for Families of the Wounded.  

Global Missions
We have continued our Haiti outreach ministries.  2007 found it safe enough for an impressive group from SPC to travel to Haiti on its mission.

Again, a group from SPC made their annual visit to Appalachia. 
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Street Ministries
Once again, SPC strongly supported local mission ministries, including Elijah House, 

Home Again, multiple feeding ministries, Good Samaritan, Freedom House, Daily Planet, and we extended and enhanced contributions to Embrace Richmond.  

Local Agencies

We continued our involvement with CHAASM, and have expanded our involvement with the Red Cross to include being designated as an emergency shelter.  SPC had 6 successful blood drives, coordinated with Virginia Blood Services.  We had a successful Angel Tree, and all “angels” were selected and returned with the appropriate gifts.  
Youth Ministry
As usual, SPC Youth Ministry was a very strong commitment by the Outreach Committee.  Our time, talent, and financial aid were provided to Bright Beginnings, Chalkley School, Community in Schools (CIS), Massanetta Springs, Montreat, and various other special missions.  

2008 Plan
We have established an aggressive budget and agenda to expand on many of the existing missions, as well as planning for involvement in new missions.  The new missions would include endeavors such as Child Savers, possible family missions, a potential sister church, and a much larger involvement in Habitat for Humanity.  2008 will be an exciting year for SPC’s family, as it is guided by its Outreach Committee.
