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SPC’s Red Cross Disaster Team

SPC has a small Red Cross Disaster team, which is poised to establish a disaster shelter here at our facility, within a few hours notice.  It is likely that this will not happen since Chesterfield County sets up its own shelters, but we may be used as a distribution center for the Red Cross or to backup other shelter teams in the area.

Volunteers are trained in five areas:


Registration – 

Register all guests and workers as they arrive and leave.



Identify illnesses or special needs



Be able to give information to families outside the shelter


Feeding –



Prepare simple meals for all guests and workers



Keep records of staff hours



Become familiar with the kitchen facility


Dormitory Manager –



Set up rooms and cots if needed



Distribute comfort kits



Establish a place for the elderly, children, babies, games, TV and eating.


Communications –



Post sings on major roads



Post signs in facility directing guests to bathrooms, registration, etc.



Answer client questions



Obtain daily newspapers, plus a TV and or radio


Health Services –



(Best if already trained in some first aid or medical background)

Assess injury or illness



Treat minor injuries



Arrange assistance for replacing lost prescriptions

Since you will most likely not be called to serve if there is a disaster in Salisbury, since SPC will be within the disaster area, you should not fear being called when your family is in distress.  Also note that a Red Cross worker will always be there to help out.

This is a simple way to serve those in need, without extensive travel or time away from home.  Volunteers are needed to increase the size of the SPC team so that all five areas listed above and multiple hours of operation can be adequately covered.
